3. Loosen, but do NOT remove, the SET SCREW on
the bottom of each TOWEL BAR END using a 2mm
HEX KEY and remove the MOUNTING PLATES.

4. Using the previous marks as a reference, install the
MOUNTING PLATES using the SCREWS and
ANCHORS provided.

CAUTION: Ensure the MOUTNING PLATES are
level and at the 24” [610mm] on-center spread.

5. Holding the ENDS and BAR together, place both
ENDS over the MOUNTING PLATES and securely
tighten the SET SCREWS.

NOTE: The SET SCREWS should face towards the
bottom.

1. Dry-fit the product to the finished wall and mark
the ideal location making sure to hold the product
level.

NOTE: Verify the 24” [610mm] on-center spread.

OPTIONAL: If necessary, the BAR may be cut. Ensure 
the cut is straight and free of sharp and rough edges. 

2. Cut the BAR to the desired length then repeat 
STEP 1, marking the new on-center spread.
