7. Mark both CARTRIDGE STEMS where they 
protrude past the finished wall.

13. With water running, slowly rotate the 
THERMOSTATIC CARTRIDGE STEM clockwise 
to attain full cold then rotate it counterclockwise 
to attain full hot. Verify that a full range of 
temperatures exists.
