INSTALLATION GUIDELINES

1.	 Thread the ALL THREAD TUBE onto the 
THERMOSTATIC CARTRIDGE then slide the BACK 
PLATE and TRIM PLATE over the TUBE.

2.	 Firmly holding the PLATES against the wall, mark 
the TUBE 3/16” [5mm] beyond where it protrudes 
from the TRIM PLATE.

3.	 Remove the TRIM PLATE, BACK PLATE and TUBE 
then cut the TUBE at the previous mark. Do NOT 
cut the end with internal threads.

4.	 Mark the THREADED TUBE 1/4'' [6mm] behind the 
FINISHED WALL.

5.	 Unthread the THREADED TUBE then cut the TUBE 
at the previous mark. Do NOT cut the end with the 
internal thread.

6.	 Mark the VOLUME CONTROL CARTRIDGE STEM 
5/8'' [16mm] beyond where it protrudes from the 
FINISHED WALL.

7.	 Remove the VOLUME CONTROL CARTRIDGE 
using a 21/32'' [17mm] shower valve socket wrench 
(not provided) then cut the STEM at the previous 
mark.

8.	 Thread and securely tighten the CARTRIDGE back 
into the VOLUME CONTROL VALVE then thread 
the TUBE back onto the CARTRIDGE.

9.	 Thread the ALL THREAD TUBE back onto the 
THERMOSTATIC CARTRIDGE, slide the BACK and 
TRIM PLATES over the TUBE then thread and 
securely tighten the TRIM NUT onto the TUBE to 
hold the PLATES against the FINISHED WALL.

10.	Thread and securely tighten the TRIM CONNECTOR 
onto the THREADED TUBE.

11.	 Hold the ESCUTCHEON against the BACK 
PLATE and thread the TRIM NUT into the TRIM 
CONNECTOR and securely tighten using a 5/8'' 
[16mm] wrench.

12.	 Thread the PLASTIC BUSHING onto the TRIM NUT 
then place the GLAND COVER onto the TRIM NUT 
making sure it is fully seated.

13.	 Place the HANDLE onto the GLAND COVER in 
the desired orientation then thread and securely 
tighten the SCREW.

14.	 Insert the SQUARE TUBE into the TRIM NUT then, 
by feel, make sure it slides over the CARTRIDGE 
STEM and is fully seated.

NOTE: When seated properly, the TUBE will have 
rotational resistance.

15.	 Mark the SQUARE TUBE where it passes through 
the front face of the TRIM NUT then remove and 
cut the TUBE 1/8” [3mm] behind the previous 
mark.

16.	Mark the SQUARE TUBE where it passes through 
the front face of the TRIM NUT then remove and 
cut the TUBE 1/8” [3mm] behind the previous 
mark.

17.	 Turn on the water supply and open the VOLUME 
CONTROL VALVE to run water through the 
THERMOSTATIC VALVE.

18.	 Insert a bladed screw driver into the SQUARE 
TUBE. Slowly rotate the TUBE clockwise to attain 
full cold then counterclockwise to attain full hot. 
It’s approximately 2 complete rotations. Verify a 
full range of temperatures exists.

19.	With water running, rotate the SQUARE TUBE to 
adjust the temperature to the maximum desired 
bathing temperature, verified with a thermometer. 
Turn the water off and make sure not to change 
this setting.

20.	Unthread the SCREW, remove the HANDLE, 
remove the GLAND COVER, and unthread the 
BUSHING to expose the SET SCREWS then loosen 
the SET SCREWS using a 2mm hex key.

21.	 Place the LIMIT STOP over the TRIM NUT making 
sure the LIMIT STOP PIN makes contact with the 
LIMIT STOP on the TRIM PLATE then tighten the 
SET SCREWS.

22.	Turn the LIMIT STOP to cold then hot and confirm it 
is functioning properly. Verify the maximum desired 
bathing temperature. To get a hotter temperature, 
press and hold the LIMIT STOP BUTTON and turn 
the LIMIT STOP further.

23.	Thread the BUSHING back onto the LIMIT STOP, 
place the GLAND COVER onto the LIMIT STOP 
and over the BUSHING, place the HANDLE onto 
the GLAND COVER in the desired orientation, then 
thread and securely tighten the SCREW.

24.	Turn on the water supply and operate the HANDLE 
to ensure that it is functioning properly.
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
