1. Determine the ideal location for the SHOWER HEAD and
install 1/2” FEMALE ELBOW (not supplied). See Figure -
0.
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SHOWER HEAD INSTALLATION:

» See Figure - 02 for Steps 2 - 4.
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2. Slide the ESCUTCHEON and RUBBER WASHER down

the SHOWER ARM then thread and securely tighten the
ARM into the 1/2" FEMALE ELBOW (not supplied).

3. Turn on the water supply and a diverter or wall valve

(sold separately) to flush out any debris in the supply
line then turn the water off.

Thread the PIVOT JOINT on the SHOWER HEAD onto
the SHOWER ARM making sure to use the RUBBER
WASHER provided. Securely tighten the PIVOT JOINT.

» NOTE: A 2.5gpm FLOW REGULATOR is located inside

the PIVOT JOINT.

INSPECT AND FINISH THE INSTALLATION:

Turn the water on and inspect all connections for leaks.

Ensure the SHOWER HEAD pivots properly then turn the
water off.

Slide the ESCUTCHEON up the SHOWER ARM until it
contacts the finished ceiling.

NOTE: A RUBBER WASHER for the ESCUTCHEON is
provided. If desired, a bead of caulk or a clear silicone
may be applied where the ESCUTCHEON contacts the
finished ceiling. The use of certain plumber’s putty may
stain stone or tile surfaces.
